As I process the staff reports and public comments and study more about good governance, [
find more reasons to support the Five Districts — Scenario Two option.

When looking for information on how governing bodies function and what models work best,
I discovered a short article about non-profit boards. The author makes several useful
suggestions regarding governance, but in particular he says this about the matter at hand, "
[t]he research indicates that members of boards with an odd number of directors are more
likely to cast their vote based on organizational performance considerations. Where there are
an even number of directors, and the preferences of the members are apparent prior to voting,
individuals will more often than not abandon performance criteria and instead conform with
the remaining uneven number of directors so as to be on the ‘winning’ side”
(http://www.governinggood.ca/is-your-board-odd-4/). In other words, an organization (or the
people) are better served when their leaders prioritize their interests, not simply a desire to be
on the winning side.

Some have argued that with six districts in the past there wasn’t much gridlock. If that was the
case, is the reason not more likely to be that the board was comprised of people of the same
mindset on issues? Today, to reflect the diversity of our county we are owed representatives
who can understand and reflect the opinions and needs of a wider range of people.

I agree with Mr. Payne in his assertion that maintaining five districts is the best route and least
likely to promote a lawsuit. This seems not only a possibility but a probability considering all
the unknowns when it comes to newly elected officials, diluting certain voter populations, etc.
Essentially inviting lawsuits would not be the best use of anyone’s time or the taxpayers’
resources.

As far as the projected cost, it was noted that the numbers for adding districts have a “+/-”
range of $20,000. As far as I can tell, that variance only takes into consideration insurance
choices. What about unforeseen costs? There are almost always unanticipated costs for
anything involving manpower and materials. For example, what about staff costs? Surely,
having another BOS member, school board member, social services board member AND
Planning Commission member will mean more work for staff — communications, preparation
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of meeting materials, etc.

From what I’ve read/seen/heard in the way of public comments, the community is
overwhelmingly in support of the Five Districts-Scenario Two map. When I hear complaints
that opposition to six districts is a “coordinated effort,” I’'m baffled. If residents respond to
matters individually or in concert with their neighbors, faith communities, organizations they
belong to, is this a bad thing? Did those expressing concerns about a “coordinated effort” do
so when there were large turnouts for the second amendment sanctuary vote? At those public
meetings I witnessed several people handing out stickers from a statewide gun rights
organization, The Virginia Citizens Defense League. The VCDL used social media to
encourage action “We need to pack the next Fluvanna County Board of Supervisors meeting
and people need to speak on the County passing a 2A Sanctuary resolution.”

All of these factors - a better functioning government, minimizing the chance of litigation, cost
savings, public opposition — all argue for not implementing six districts. Please vote for Five
Districts — Scenario Two.

If there are specific, compelling reasons that on balance outweigh all of these, I’d appreciate
learning what they are.

I have great respect for people who devote part of their lives to public service, including each
Board of Supervisor. We have been fortunate, to date, to have a moderate Board of
Supervisors who have managed to listen to each other, work through differences of opinion,
and compromise. Many folks at the Dec. 1 Public Hearing expressed thanks to the board for
previously working well together and listening to the public.

Regarding redistricting, I am one of the people who supports five districts. The only, almost
single statement that [ have heard from Ms. Eager and Mr. Weaver is that six districts would
enable “better representation”— but with no further explanation about what you mean by that
statement. I’m guessing that means that you would be representing fewer people than
previously. With Map 5-2, each BOS would represent between 5,000 and 5,500 citizens. With
Map 6, each BOS would represent between 4200 and 4500 folks. I looked at how many people
are currently represented by their board members in some surrounding counties. Albemarle
County Board of Supervisors each represent 17,000 to 21,000
citizenshttps://censusreporter.org/profiles/06000US5100396359-white-hall-district-albemarle-
county-va/ . In Lousia County, the Green Springs BOS represents 7,500 citizens. I cannot
logically justify paying an additional $70,000 plus or minus $20,000 to increase the costs for
an additional BOS, School Board member, etc. given the relatively small population served by
each BOS. I think we can be creative in finding ways for each BOS to represent their district
more effectively. Perhaps that could be a project for the Fluvanna Leadership Alumni Group, a
non-partisan group.

My support for five districts is because there would be minimal disruption to our Board of
Supervisors and School Board members, including those newly elected officials and
incumbents. Six districts and seven districts potentially could lead to chaos. With so much
turmoil in our country right now, with the pandemic, probable lawsuits regarding state
redistricting and sizeable economic divides, I am strongly in favor of keeping things calm
locally. Let’s get back to focusing on local issues: promoting quality education for EVERY
child in the Fluvanna public school system; smart growth in our Community Planning Areas
with preservation of our rural preservation areas; recruitment of business with the right fit for
Fluvanna; and bridging the rural and suburban divide in Fluvanna.

For the best interest
of Fluvanna County, our members urge you to maintain five voting districts, using scenario
two. This scenario provides the most effective, efficient, and equitable government for
Fluvanna County based on the population and demographics of the community.

Redistricting decisions are driven by population data. Fluvanna did not see population changes
sufficient enough to warrant the additional cost to taxpayers that has been estimated at
$70,000 per year per additional district. Furthermore, as has been asserted by Mr. Fred Payne,
Fluvanna County Attorney, the five district scenario is not only easier and less costly to
administer, but this scenario is also less likely to face legal challenges.
