The 1854  
Pleasant Grove House 

is the only one of its 
kind seen from the road 

along Highway 53.  
It was renovated in 2014 

into a museum and  
Welcome Center.

Fork Union Military Academy,  
an all-male institution founded  

in October 1898 prepares cadets 
for college, achieving a 100%  

acceptance rate.

Point of Fork 
was an arsenal 

established in the 18th 
century located near what 

was once the Town of  
Columbia. In May 1781,  

General Cornwallis sent a  
detachment of the Queen’s 

Rangers to raid and capture 
Point of Fork. 

The Bremo Slave Chapel was 
constructed in 1835 and is the only 

slave chapel known to exist in the 
Commonwealth of Virginia.

Ruritan Lake lies in the 
gently rolling hills of 
Fluvanna County. Its 
50 acres of heavily 
wooded shoreline 
guarantees a 
quiet and 
restful 
visit.

Canoeing, fishing, kayaking, 
tubing, and swimming are a few  
of the activities people enjoy along 
our rivers during the summer.
